Goals for TEMS in the State of WI
1. Recognize TEMS in current EMS Administrative Rule through a License Endorsement..Recognizing that TEMS is a sub-specialty in EMS that has extremely current relevance to today’s ever growing violent society.  WI TEMS teams should implement the minimum standard of TCCC (Tactical Combat Casualty Care)..This standard is dynamic and constantly evolving to meets the medical needs of changing threats in our society. TEMS Teams in the State of WI should adopt TCCC to create a basis for interoperability amongst other TEMS Teams and Law Enforcement through the State. Current teams may be grandfathered to continue practice but continuing education on TCCC should be strongly encouraged and documented. In the event Federal TEMS guidelines emerge, all tactical TEMS in WI will embrace these guidelines to foster national TEMS interoperability.
2. All TEMS Teams should have medical direction/oversight whether or not they are transporting or non-transporting agencies (if non-transporting, demonstration of a transport plan should be made available to the State EMS office)

3. TEMS should be recognized as a skill set that can be adequately provide by Basic/IV Tech/Intermediate and Paramedic services…with attention paid to skills that are beyond the teams scope of practice..SPECIAL OPERATIONS PLANS should be submitted to the State EMS office
